Please purchase these specific items by the beginning of the school year so that students can get started

on the right foot. School supplies are much less expensive in late summer, so parents are strongly
encouraged to purchase extra supplies to be used later in the school year. You may also want to think about
having a set of supplies at home so that all materials do not need to travel back and forth daily (think
calculator, paper, pencils, ruler, pens). Furthermore, we encourage students to label their supplies so they are
easy to identify if misplaced. If you are having financial concerns, please contact the school before class
starts, so that your child can begin the first day with the supplies needed.
